3.5 The Consultant may be liable for County costs resulting from negligent, reckless
or intentionally wrongful errors or omissions in designs furnished under this Agreement, or
failure to timely perform its services under this Agreement. Therefore, when a maodification
to a construction contract is required because of a negligent, reckless or intentionally wrongful
error or omission in the services provided under this Agreement, the County (with the
advice of technical personnel and legal counsel) shall consider the extent to which the
Consultant may be reasonably liable. The County shall enforce such liability and collect the



amount due, if the recoverable cost will exceed the administrative cost involved or is
otherwise in the C o u n tingetest.



ARTICLE 4
TIME FOR PERFORMANCE

as amended. The Consultant shall maintain all such public records and, upon
request, provide a copy of the requested records or allow the records to be inspected
within a reasonable time. The Consultant shall also ensure that any public records
that are exempt or exempt and confidential from disclosure are not disclosed except
as authorized by law. Upon the expiration or termination of the Agreement,
Consultant agrees to maintain all public records for a minimum period of five (5)
fiscal years in accordance with the applicable records retention schedules established
by the Florida Department of State. In the event the Consultant fails to abide by
the provisions of Chapter 119, Florida Statutes, the County may, without prejudice to



any right or remedy and after giving the Consultant and its surety, if any, seven (7)
days written notice, during which period the Consultant still fails to allow access
to such documents,



terminate the employment of the Consultant. In such case, the Consultant shall not be
entitled to receive any further payment. Reasonable terminal expenses incurred by the
County may be deducted from any payments left owing the Consultant (excluding
monies owed the Consultant for subcontractor work).

9.4 NO CONTINGENT FEES: The Consultant warrants that it has not employed or retained
any company or person, other than a bona fide employee working solely for the Consultant
to solicit or secure this Agreement and that it has not paid agreed to pay any person, company,
corporation, individual, or firm, other a bona fide employee working solely for the
Consultant any fee, commission, percentage, gift, or other consideration contingent upon
or resulting from the award or making of this Agreement. For the breach or violation of
this provision, the County shall have the right to terminate the Agreement without liability and
at its discretion, to deduct from the contract price, or otherwise recover, the full amount of
such fee, commission, percentage, gift, or consideration.

9.5 Compliance with Laws: The Consultant agrees to comply, at its own expense, with
all federal, state, and local laws, codes, statutes, ordinances, rules, regulations and
requirements related to the performance of this Agreement, including but not limited to the
Local Agency Program Federal-Aid Terms for Professional Services Contracts, attached
hereto as Exhibit D.

RS: The County approves the use of subcontractors by the
e Consultant, during the course of the work under this Agreement,
y subcontractors or other professional associates in connection with
ement, it must secure the prior written approval of the County for
ntractors.

his Agreement, or any interest herein, shall not be assigned,
ncumbered, under any circumstances, by the Consultant, without
the prior written consent of the County. However, the Agreement shall run with the
Escambia County Board of County Commissioners and its successors.
